5-2) where you can simply click on the working days (Mon-Fri)
and then the time/Temp. to adjust to your prefered schedule.
* You can set 6 periods - time and temp. (Fig 5-3)

* Repeat the above after clicking on the Weekend (Sat —Sun)

* Once your schedule has been set, click on SAVE and the app
will send the programming to your thermostat and confirm the
schedule has been saved.
